I. 

PREL IM I N'AR Y REMARK: 

The Director of the MG for Bavaria in a letter 
dtd. 23, r2, 47 returned "not approved" the school 
reform plan submitted by me on 30, 9, 47. The reason 
given was that the said plan did not comply with 
the instructions and directives of the MG. At the same 
time the Director of MG ordered that a plan in accor­
dance with the instructions and directives of MG was 
to be submitted by February r, 48. 

I herewith comply with this order. However, .I 
may perhaps be permitted to draw yoür attention 
fi.rst to the following points: 

r. It was and is my conviction that the school reform 
plan submitted by nie is qualified for the realization 

· of the aims pursued by MG and by myself, viz. 
the demilitarisation, denazification, and democratis­
ation of the entire educational system. Neverthel.ess 
I clung to the opinion that the tasks involved in 
establishing a longterm plan for education cannot 
be achieved by these aims alone. 

2. It was and is my conviction that not an external 
reform of school organisation, but, above· all, 
a reform of our schools from within, that is of 
curricula, of contents of texbooks and · teaching 
methods is decisive for the success of the plan. 

3. Further, it was and is my conviction that in no 
case. may a school reform weaken or destroy the 
peculiar character of our education which is rooted 
in the entire culture of our country and people. 
The principle ''cultural lifo must be respected" is, 
I am convinced, a principle that is common to the 
measures of MG and my own intentions. No states­
man with a sense of responsibility could answer 
for abandoning the peculiar nature and value of

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our educational system as a result of adjusting it 
to a system that has proved its merit in countries 
overseas. I am convinced that the authorities of the 
Occupation Army do not desire to force us to 
anything of the kind. The particular function of 
our people and its educational system, a function 
that has grown out of the history, of mankind, 
consists in continuing and developing the qualities 
and values of a western culture which is rooted in 
antiquity and Christianity. If our people were for­
ced to give up this function, the entire culture of 
humanity would suffer. 

4. The plan for school reform which I had worked 
out according to these principles and submitted, 
was not only the expression of my personal con­
viction;. it also represented · the views of eminent 
experts and authorities in our Bavarian educational 
system, the point of view of outstanding represen­
tatives of the intellectual and cultural life of our 
country, and last not least, the opinion of the great 
majority of our people. This has been confirmed 
once more by the most recent position taken up by 
the Bavarian Landtag. As a clear proof of the 
general acceptability of my standpoint I beg to 
refer to arguments put forward by various autho­
rities, such as the President of the Acade111y of 
Learning (Akademie der Wissenschaften), the Rec­
tor of Munich University, Cardinal Michael von 
Faulhaber on behalf of the Bavarian bishops, 
leading personalities of the Protestant Church, other 
eminent personalities and organisations of our own 
and of foreign countries and finally the statement 
by 13 professors of Chicago University who are 
thorougly familiar with German education, which 
statement ha:s just come to hand. This holds above 
all for issues that have been most passionately 
discussed. 

I f~rmed committees of experts and asked them 
to werk out a new school reform plan which would 
as far as · possible be in accordance with the aims 
and orders of MG mentioned above. Having sub­
mitted the new plan for discussion to the Land 
Educational Advisory Board (Landesschulbeira,t) 
attached to my Ministry, as far as permitted by th.e 
short space of time given, I now .submit it as 
follows to MG.

2. Attendance at the kindergarten is voluntary. The 
· establishment and operation of Kindergartens is 

left in the first place to the initiative of social and 
welfare organisations in: community, church and 
private circles. Where such initiative is not sufficient 
state kindergartens will be established. 

3. As a general rule, compulsory attendance 'begins 
with the completion of the 6th year. lt lasts for 
r 2 years. 6 of those are speilt in the elementary 
school, 3 in the junior high school which is also full­
time, 3 in the senior high school, which is only partly 
full-time. (Branches B, C, full-time, Branch A part-
time.) · 

4. The 6-grades elementary_-school is the general school 
for the entire youth of our people as a compulsory 
school, according to Art. 129 of Bavarian Con­
stitution. 

Practical ability will be furthered by manual 
. instruction with . simple tools, while English and 

Latin are to be introduced in grade 5 as voluntary 
subjects to encourage pupils who are gifted for 
languages. School condittons and abfüty in the 
country are to be .coordinated as far as possible 
with those in towns. Where conditions permit one­
room schoo.ls are to be · subd.ivided. · 

Day nurseries (Kinderhorte) are to be d~ve­
loped or newly established as a means of pro­
viding educative facilities for out of school life 

' and enriching life within school. 

5. Junior and. senior high schools consist of branches 
A, Band C. 

6. The junior and senior high school of branch A 
continues the education of those pupils who intend 
to enter into practical vocations in the provinces 
of agricu1ture, trades and industry. The junior high 
school of branch A is part-time, that is to say, 
it is attended by the pupi.Js only for one day or 
partof the week, since the young people at that 
age are already being-trained as apprentices in prac­
tical vocations. Compulsory attendance at senior 
high schools may last longer in cases of young 
people, whose apprenticeship is not yet completed 
after 3 years. 

In all classes of branch A of the junior and 
senior high school workshop instruction is provided · 
for boys, while girls get instructions in home eco­
nomy (with practical cookery lessons in school­
kitchen). 

In branch A of the senior high school sub-
. divisions will be provided for trades, business, agri­

culture and home economics. Conditions of traffic 
and housing in" the country will determine the 
concentration of common junior high schools (with 
subdivisions foi: trades, business, agriculture and 
home economics) the so-called Verbandsoberschulen.

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In addition to the compulsory senior high schools 
arrangements for continued non-compulsory educa­
tion such as evening classes etc. will be provided for 
young people. 

7. The junior high school of branch B (vocational ju­
nior high schools) is attended by pupils who in­
tend to enter into the so-called medium vocations 
in adrpinistration, judi<;ature, traffic and economy 
and therefore want additional training. 

Such training (theoretical) is continued hy the 
senior high school of branch B, the rest of the time 
being devoted to functional education in various 
provinces (w9odwork, metalwork, agriculture, eco-

. nomics, housework etc.). 
The vocational senior high school ends with an 

examination in subjects of general education and 
with a practical test. The practical test is to be 
developed and evaluated to qualify successful can­
didates as journeymen. The graduate of this senior 
high school may take up a prac_tical profession or 
he may continue training at the Institute of Peda­
gogy (Pädagogisches Institut) and qualify to teach 
either in the Berufsschule or (in the case of girls) 
as a teacher of home economics, needlework, or in 
a Kindergarten., Admission to other branches of 
study on university level will be granted only after 
passing an additional examination. 

8. Branch C of the junior and senior high school is 
attended by pupils who are qualified for university 
both by extraordinary ability and inclination. 
According to the variety of talents and the require­
ments of science and culture, this branch is sub­
divided into 3 tracks: mental science with classical 
languages, natural science with modern languages 
and one reform track. 

In addition . to religion and to German, the 
curriculum of branch C includes Latin and Greek 
as classical languages, English and French as the 
chief modern languages, mathematics and science, 
world history and geography, economics, sociology, 
gymnastics, hygiene, drawing, lessons in art and 
music and manual instruction with courses in func­
tional training. 

Pupils in all branches of the junior and senio,r 
high school have, where possible, an opportunity 
of studying in common where subjects permit, e: g. 

· religion, civics, hygiene, manual instruction, music 
and gymnastics. ' 

9. The public elementary schools and public full-time 
junior high schools of the branch A are denomi­
national (Bekenntnisschulen) 9r neutral (Gemein­
schaftsschulen) schools. Legal guardians. of school 
children are free to chose the type they prefer. 
Neutral schools are to be established on application 
from legal guardians only in places where the popu­
lation has more than one creed. {cf. Constitution, 
Art. r35). 

ro. A well-arranged system of special schools will be 
established for fonctional training in trades and 
artistic trades. As a rule attendance at special schools 
lasts for two years. Their leaving certificate is the 
master's diploma. Transition from a special school 
to a university is granted only after a special quali­
fying examination.

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II. In addition to public schools private schools are to 
be officially recognized, if they conform to the 
demands made on public schools and if they are not 
inferior to the corresponding public school, in 
respect of · teaching aims, equipment and the scien­
tific training of the teaching staff. (of. Bavarian 
Constitution, Art. 134). 

Non-state, and particularly private insdtutions 
of education and training are subject to state super­
vision, in·accordance with Ordinance of 26,8, 1933 
(GVBl. p. 231, IMBl. p. 219). 

B. ADMINISTRATION. 

1. The administration of schools must be democratic 
and sensitive to the wishes of the people. 

2. A Land'School Advisory Board (Landesschulbeirat) 
will be constituted for the purpose of giving expert 
advise in important matters concerning education. 
The following bodies will be represented on this 
board: parents, educational authorities, churches, 
doctors, communal administra tion and the various 
trades. 

3. By the formation of parents' boards (Elternbeiräte) 
and committees to promote school interests (Schul­
pflegschaften) parents are to be given an opportuniy 
of taking an active part in the work of the school. 

4. Tuition at public schools, with the exception of 
special schools (Fachschulen) (cf. A 10 above) and 
universities, is free. · 

No charge is made for aids to learning at public 
elementary schools and in branch A of the junior 
and senior high school. 

Gifted, underprivileged students will be helped 
by bursaries. Fee-charging schools are to' exempt such 
pupils from paying fees. 

5. A specially qualified teacher must be appointed at 
· every school in order to give pupils advice in the 

choice of their vocation. 

C. TEACHER TRAINING. 

With respect to the reform of teacher training, 
reference is made to the. separate report already sub­
mitted on 16, I, 1948,- in compliance with instructions.

This plan, as worked out to meet the demands 
of MG, differs from my own proposals and original 
intentions in the following important points:

3. Compulsory school attendance, which till now lasted 
r o ye:;i.rs for agricultural and r r years for the other 
vocations will, in general, be prolonged to 12 years. 

4. Gif ted pupils can no longer pass from the elemen­
tary school to branch C of junior high school, that 
is to say, to the branch preparing for university, 
after grade 4, (at the age of ro) but only after 

. grade 6 (at the age of 12). 

5. As a result of this later transition, the brandi pre­
paring for university (branch C) is shortened from 
8 or 9 to 6 years. 

According to this plan, as a partial compro­
mise an additional grade, a "Philosophikum", will 
be added for students who wish to attend a uni-
versity.

6. Types of schools which have hitherto existed as 
separate institutes will be replaced by one common 
and uniform school with branches A, B, C and sub­
divisions. 

7. Training of teachers, including all special teachers 
down to those who teach cooking and needlework 
and teachers in kindergartens is provided on uni-
versity level. · 

8. According .to my plan tuition was to be free for 
children of parents, whose income and property do 
not exceed an amount fixed. Even for children of 
well-to-do parents tuition is free at all public schools 
except universitie.s and special schools, and aids to 
learning are also completely free at the public ele­
mentary schools and branch A of the junior and 
senior high school. 

IV. 

DE AD LI NE D AT E S AN D D I F. F I CU.LT I ES. 

r. The plan submitted evidently initiates a revolution 
not only of the entire external organisation of our 
school system; but also -- and this far-reaching 
change can only be evaluated by school experts -
a change of the intrinsic form of our educational 
system and his efficiency as regards quantity and 
quality. 

2. Under present circumstances the implementation 
of such a school reform will have to face the fol­
lowing well-known difficulties: 

a) Shortage of schoolrooms: 
there is a shortage of about -jooo schoolrooms in 
our present elementary schools and Berufsschulen. 
The extension of compulsory school attendance 
demanded by the reform plan calls for ab out 2 5 oo 
new schoolrooms in addition and about 3000 work­
shops for manual and workshop instruction. Only. 
about 500 of these can be secured from non-dass-

overcrowded. In place of about 3000 one-room 
schools it will be necessary to establish about 750 
central schools. Under these circumstances there can 
be no possibility in the near future of erecting 
premises for the common accomodation of schools 
of different types, as was demanded in the course of 
several discussions. To get dwellings for the new 
teachers which must first be built in many places 
is a problem for itself. 

b) Shortage of equipment. 
There is no equipment for manual and workshop 
instructions, including honre economics. Such eqtiip-

... rnent can not be procured at present; nor is there 
any prospect of getting it within reasonable time. 

c) Shortage of trained teachers: 
The introduction of the full-tirne grade 9 (branch A) 
and the extension of compulsory school attendance 
(12 years) calls for 3 500 new teachers in addition 
to the appointments that are still necessary to sta:ff 
the: eighth grades to be established in the rural 
elementary schools. The expense of paying this 
additional sta:ff would alone amount to about 
20 ooo ooo RM a year. 
d) lt is almost impossible to establish full-time 
grade 9 in the country, in view of the special shor­
tage there of school rooms and personnel; nor can it 
be completely established in the towns where emer­
gency co?-ditions. still prevail and ;vhere such. a 
measure 1s hand1capped for ecortom1c and social 
reasons. In the country it has not be\'!n possible to 
establish even grade 8 everywher.e. 

3. In view of the far-reaching e:ff ect of school reform 
on school organisatiori and teaching, measures of 
transition will have to be most carefully considered. 
They will have to be bases on the principle that 
pupils will be allowed to :finish any course of 
training on which they·may have embarked„ 

a) Branch A: 
At the end of the present school year in July 1948 
all pupils in the present grade 4 of the elementary 
school will pass on to grade 5. This year they can­
not pass on to branch C. In view of present con­
dition and in particular of the shortage of school 
rooms, a full-time grade 9 can be established in 
Fall 1948 practically only in the large towns and 
only for pupils who cannot produce evidence of 
employment or apprenticeship contracts. A full­
time grade 9 will then be gradually · established 
according as rooms, teachers and equipment are 
available and in conformity with changes in the 
economic conditions of small trades and agriculture. 
Extended compulsory attendance at schools will 
have 'to b~. developed as follows: the present ro 
years' compulsory attendance is to be· extended to 
l l years ( l rth grade part-time grade at senior high 
school); then full-time grade 9 is to be established 
and thus the senior high school of. branch A exten­
ded to grade 12. 

Such gradual implementation of the school re-

of agricultural teachers, school rooms and equipment. 

b) Branch B: 
A start can be made in the school year 1949/ 50 

. with the first classes for boys and girls in the 
vocational junior high school (Fachmittelschule). We 

· have at present 62 3-grade juniör high schools for 
girls, which at present follow grade 7 in the ele­
mentary school. These can be transformed into 
4-grade schools. . 

Some of the 2-grade special schools (Fach­
schulen) at present operating, can be . transformed 
into 3-grade vocational senior high schools. A start 
with grade 3 could be made in school year 1949/ 50. 

New rooms and a completely new curriculum 
are the essential conditions for the establishment 
of vocational junior high schools (Faclimittelschulen) 
for boys. Arrangements may be made for transfor­
ming some of the present secondary schools in small 
and medium-sized towns into vocational jurtiot 
high schools. 

c) Branch C: 
In the school year l 948/ 49 no pU:pils will pass from 
the elementary school into the present secondary 
school. 

A variety of curricula in the senior classes of 
the Gymnasium, which is being tested during the 
present year at one school, will be carried out in 
school year l 94 8/ 49 at several large schools; accor­
ding as teachers and rooms are available. 

d) Teacher Training. 
The first grade of the present Teacher Training 
Colleges will accept no more pupils from the be­
ginning of school year 1948/ 49 on. Nor will new 
courses at the Teacher Training Colleges be held 
for holders of the Abitur. Courses for Schulhelfer 
(substitute teachers) will be continued till all candi­
dates have completed the final course. The training 
of Schulhelfer will be completed by the summer 
of 1949· 

. In grade 7 and 8 of the elementary schools there 
are pupils who had counted on being admitted to 
grade l of a Teacher Training College. lt would 
not be fair to disappoint them, and, in order to 
incorporate such pupils in the current teacher pro­
gram before they are too old, it is intended to create 
for them a grade parallel to grade 2 of the T eacher 
Training Colleges. 
aa) From the beginning of school year 1948/49 on, 

the present grades l-3 of Teacher Training 
Colleges will be transformed into the new school 
for general education (reform school subdivi­
sion C) with the help of transitional curricula. 

bb) Grades 4-6 of ':the Teacher Training Colleges 
as weil as courses for holders of the Abitur and 
Schulhelfer will complete their study as hereto­
fore and will start teaching after having passed. 
their first professional examination. If there

cc) A5-year period of transition will be provided 
during which holders of the Abitur and Schul­
helfer, who have had no opportunity for uni­
versity study, will be able to make good the 
deficiency by spending one or two years at the 
university or by preparing with the help . of 
private instruction for the examination that is 
taken at the end of university study. 

dd) Quite a number of young people have attended 
Fachschulen with the intention of training as 
teachers in Berufsschulen. The Staatsinstitut für 
landwirtschaftlichen Unterricht (State Institute 
for Training Teachers of Agriculture) and the 
Berufspädagogische Institut (Institute for Trai­
ning Teachers in Berufsschulen) ought therefore 
to be permitted t~ admit students during tlie 
current years from the corresponding Fach­
schulen. 

There is a big and urgent need of training 
teachers for agricultural Berufsschulen. 

ee) Pädagogische Institute (Institute of (Pedagogy) 
for training elementary school teachers are to 
be established from the beginning of school year 
1949/50 on. 

V. 
FINANCIAL CONSEQUENCES 

For the financial consequences I should like to 
refer you first to section IV of the plan for the reform 
of teacher training, ·dated 16, l, 1948 and to the 
relevant paragraph above. As a total result of the 
measures rcquired I estimate that the regular yearly 
state expenditure will amount to about 75 ooo ooo RM. 
The necessary costs of establishing buildings and equip-. 
ment could not yet be calcula~ed, amount, .however, 
to many million marks. 

The Landtag is the authority competent to 
approve the necessary money. I have entered into the 
necessary negotiations with the Ministry of Finance 
with regard to the state budget. That authority will 
in turn contact the competent section of the MG. 

The corrimunities will also have to reckon with 
considerable new expenditure for staff and materials 
and with a decreased income as a result of the frec 
tuition and aids to learning provided in the plan. 
These measures will also hit the agencies responsible 
for private schools. The question whether relief could 
be provided by adjusting financial burdens and, on the 
other hand, by adequate subsidies, is stil.1 to be studied; 
there are, however, considerable difficultics here to0. 

The necessary building materials and the 9uan­
tities of raw materials will be fixed. There is no 
prospect of getting them within a short ·time.

r. The provisions set up in the Concordate with the 
Holy See and the Treaty between the Protestant 
Church and the state and confirmed in the Con­
stitution must be observed in the case of relevant 
details. 

2. In compliance with the valid Bavarian Constitution, 
approved of by the Power of Occupation, the plan 
for school reform must be submitted for decision 
to the Bavarian Landtag. The present document 
and drafts of laws · and ordinances necessary for 
the details of the reform will also be communicated 
to the Landtag. 

. 3. Beside examining the question whether the measqres 
ordered will prove useful in this matter, the aspect 
of the whole problem as to natural right and in.:'

VII. 

ADJUSTMENT OF MEASURES TO 
SPE'CIAL CONDITIONS OF THE PR:!SENT. 

I beg you to investigate and see whether the MG 
can consent to the following proposals for adjusting 
the above-mentioned mcasures to the particular cir­
cumstances of the present: 

r. Transition from the elementary school to the secon­
dary school af ter grade' 5. This would ensure at least 
a training of 7 years instead of 6 in branch C. 

2. The continuation of branch C with its 3 subdivi­
sions as schools with separate curricula. This .would 
considerably facilitate the continuation of educa­
tiön on the basis of the Humanistisches Gymnasium. 

3. Teacher Training on univ~rsity level limited to 
teachers who teach mainly subjects of mental science. 
W oman teachers in kindergartens and for practical 
subjects such as cooking, needlework, home eco­
nomics and similar vocational subjects might dis­
pens with such training. 

This would mean that it would be possible for 
convents and churches to continue kindergartens 
which could otherwise scarcely be carried out either 
by Catholic. or. Protestand sisters. · 

I should be glad if in this way a wide agree­
ment could be reached between the German and the 
American plan, and I should therefore be particularly 
g1;ateful for an examination ot these proposals. I 
should not like to fail to draw your attention to the 
fact that, according to the course of the debates that 
have already been held on this subject in the Bava­
rian Landtag, the decision in respect of various issues 
in dispute, is likely to meet with considerable diffi„ 
culties. lt is indeed possible that the plan in these 
issues will not be approved.
